The land of the Benin Empire was originally called Igodomigodo, and then Edo from around AD 1180.
Nowadays, this is Benin City and the surrounding area. The histories of the Edo people and the Yoruba
people (from nearby Ife) are closely linked. The original people and founders of the Benin Kingdom were
ruled by the Ogiso (meaning Kings of the Sky). The first Ogiso, who was called Igodo, became very
popular as a good ruler. It is thought that there were around 31 Ogiso rulers altogether. The Ogiso
dynasty eventually came to an end around AD 1100 after the last Ogiso, Ogiso Owodo died. Owodo's
son had fled from Igodomigodo and so a battle ensued about who should take control. Some people
believe that the chiefs of Igodomigodo asked the Yoruba people from the nearby holy city of Ife for help.
In AD 1180, Eweka from Ife became the new ruler of Igodomigodo, and he changed its name to Edo.
He also called himself Oba which is believed to be the Yoruba word for king. The new era of the Oba
rulers began.
