· Show 4 soft toys, then hide them under a blanket. 
· One more toy is going to hide under the blanket. How many will be under the blanket then? Children find and show answer on their fingers, by putting up 4 fingers to begin, then 1 more.
· Slide the extra toy under the blanket. 
· Record 4 + 1 = 5. Read it together: 4 add 1 equals 5, 4 and 1 makes 5. Ask: So, what is 1 more than 4?
· Reveal the toys to check, modelling an efficient counting strategy.
· Repeat with up to 11 toys under the blanket, always adding 1. 
· After a while, ask children to write the matching addition.
Support children by showing the number of toys on a number track, and then counting on to the next number.
Extended to adding 2 more, 3 more, 4 more etc.
