Write the words it is with each letter on a small individual square of paper and lay on the table. Ask the children to read the words. Point out that we don't normally say it is. We shorten it to make it quicker to say – it's. Model taking of the piece of paper with the i on it, scrumpling it up, squishing the scrumpled piece of paper into an apostrophe shape and sticking it back where it was. Point out that the other letters need shuffling up a bit so there are no spaces because it is now one word instead of two. Now model blending to read it as one new word. Repeat with do not/don't (pointing out the pronunciation change) and I will/I'll. Stress that the apostrophe goes back in the place where the letters were (not in the gap between the words) and that the apostrophe doesn't represent any sound – just missing letters.

	Orange group and green group – addition and subtraction.  
Learning challenge: I use objects to represent addition sentences. 
To play today’s maths game you will need counting objects this could be cubes, pebbles, coins or even bits of Lego. You will also need someone to play the game with you. 
· Shuffle the addition cards (attached below) and place face down in a pile. 
· Ask a child to take one. Read it together. 
· The child ‘acts’ out the addition using cubes (or counting objects) e.g. take 5 cubes, then 1 more to make 6, then writes the answer on the card. 
· If correct they win a point. If they can predict the answer before doing the addition, they win a bonus point!
· Repeat, until all number sentence cards have been used.  
· Shuffle the cards, spread them out face up. 
· A child secretly chooses a card, ‘acts’ it out using objects; the other player guess which card she chose.
Support children by circling numbers on a number track; using a different colour cube for the +1.
Challenge children write their own number sentences and ‘act them out’ using counting objects.
