Children read the following verbs then act them out – sing, jump, scratch, listen, nibble, scream, trudge. 
Briefly explain that the words are easy to act out because they are action words (verbs). Then, look at verbs think, guess, decide and worry –these are actions that we take inside our heads so they are harder to act out. 

We can add an -er ending to turn the verb into a name for a person or thing (noun) that does that action. Ask the children to do each action again. Say “You jump so you are a... (jumper). You teach so you are a ... (teacher).” etc. Show the word with the -er ending each time.
