Write Monday by segmenting, drawing sound buttons and thinking about the tricky sound. Even though Monday sounds like it should be written in the same way as Sunday, it actually contains the letter o. As writers we have to train our brains to remember this. Spellspeaking:. If we try saying the word the way it is written a few times M/o/nday, that can help us to remember to use an o when we spell it. Repeat with Saturday; because we don't stress the second syllable it becomes a squashed up /uh/ sound which makes it hard to know how to spell it. If we spellspeak the word a few times stressing all the sounds Sat/ur/day, it can help. Look at Wednesday. Again try spellspeaking it as Wed-nes-day as a reminder to include all the letters. Knowing the origin of some of the words may be helpful in remembering how to spell them. E.g. Monday is named after the moon and Saturday is named after Saturn.

Speedwriting – ask children to write Monday as many times as they can in a minute. Swap whiteboards with a partner and count all words that are correct (and legible) and have a capital letter. Repeat with Saturday and Wednesday.
Ask children to pick a day that they have just been rehearsing and write a sentence about it. Then try writing a sentence that includes two of the days.
